QUESTION OF: Establishing government transparency in LEDCs

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

Reminding that government transparency is one that concerns almost all LEDCS  and refers to the availability of information on government activities to the public,

Believing that transparency could ensure accountability and integrity of government,

Acknowledging that governments have the right to withdraw information that could be misused and potentially have negative impacts on the security of a nation, 
1. Requests member nations to publish precise and comprehensive information of government to the public in a timely manner through official portal pages and other forms of media; including the following subjects but not limited to:
a.  Annual budget plan,
b. Annual settlement capital,
c.  Public funds spending,

d.  Public works procedure;
2. Encourages the establishment of a standardized and sustainable framework of supervision by comparing standard behaviour through measures such as but not limited to:
a. Established codes of conduct for administrative procedure and criminalization of certain conduct such as but not limited to:

           i. Bribery,

           ii. Embezzlement,
b. Enhance supervision of Finance and Human Resources department personnel;  
3. Encourages member nations to raise awareness of rights to know and to participate; consisting of the following means but not limited to:
a.  Allow freedom of speech of medias, 

b.  Spokespersons for the government to keep the general public updated on government activities, 

c.  Ombudsmen to report any concerns or disclosures from citizens on information from government and offer solutions efficiently,

d.  Keep privacy information of whistleblowers confidential and offer protection to individuals;
4. Requests member nations to prohibit corruption and collusion in bidding between governments and the private sector through laws such as but not limited to:
a. Creation of independent anti-corruption organizations, 

b. Ratify UNCAC (United Nation Convention Against Corruption) if member nations have not already done so,
c. Cooperation with Transparency International (TI) and other NGOs to investigate and intervene as necessary, 

d. Adopt the anticorruption tool ‘Integrity pacts’ from TI;
5. Requests the UN to hold annual conferences in order to:
a. Exchange protocols in dealing with the development of government transparency regarding relevant topics

b. Elaborate effective legal mechanisms for international asset recovery;
6. Requests UN personnel and Transparency International to institute universal transparency measures based on not only corruption figures but measures such as civilian participation in government decision making;
7. Urges the MEDCs to follow through the same policies above;
