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THE SECURITY COUNCIL,
1. Calls for DPRK to loosen restrictions on media within the nation to 50 on the Transparency International Freedom of Press Index:
a. Jeju Island going under shared administration of both the Republic of Korea (RoK) and DPRK for a three year period, after which the terms will be reevaluated based on the freedom of media in DPRK,
b. Lifting sanctions on trade on both luxury goods and peace offerings in DPRK; 
2. Calls upon the provision of humanitarian and economic aid by all member states to be made available to DPRK through forms such as but not limited to: 
a. The provision of medical aid and personnel through forms such as but not limited to:
i. Introducing staff from the WHO in order to provide medical assistance and psychological therapy for victims of the crisis that are in need,
b. The the creation of a subcommittee in the International Labour Organization (ILO) or the International Fund for Agricultural Developmentoverseen by the UN that focuses on the grass-roots development through the participation of the North Korean citizens in improving and strengthening economic activity;
3. Calls for the re-initiation of the Six Party Talks, Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) and other relevant international forums for reasons such as, but not limited to:
a.  Enhance transparency of nuclear activity and arms in North Korea,
b. Improve progress on the denuclearization issue,
c. Normalize international relations and encourage communication regarding the difference in policies towards this urgent security issue; 
4. Demands the reduction of the nuclear activity of all member states through means such as but not limited to: 
a. The formation of International Organization for the Monitoring of Nuclear Activity (IOMNA), which would regulate activities in accordance to the activities in the NWFZ,
b. The disposal of nuclear arms to be carried out by neutral parties such as suitable NGOs,
5. The reduction of nuclear energy utilized within the DPRK, over a transitional period in which alternative forms of renewable energy will be made available by member states, to be overseen by parties such as but not limited to:
a. The International Atomic Energy Agency,
b. The International Energy Agency;
6. Requests the initiation of bi-annual reports pertaining to the extent of the nuclear capabilities as well as the compliance to terms listed in this resolution to be carried out by the aforementioned parties in clause 4 as well as other relevant parties;
7. Requests that should the DPRK fail to comply, measures may be taken to ensure reports are carried out regardless through means such as but not limited to:
a. The imposition of trade sanctions,
b. Usage of satellites to monitor the situation;
8. Calls for the establishment of a NWFZ in North East Asia, which the DPRK will be obliged to join, involving the monitoring and inspection of activities such as but not limited to:
a. Testing of nuclear weaponry such as missiles,
b. Enrichment of Uranium and other substances that may be used in the production of nuclear weaponry,
c. Unregistered production of nuclear energy,
d. Trade of nuclear weaponry or other nuclear substances between, or involving nations within, the NWFZ,
e. Movement of nuclear weaponry or other nuclear substances within the borders of a nation in the NWFZ.
